Doubled-up—sharing the housing of other persons
due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason. This category includes children, youth, and unaccompanied youth who live with relatives, friends, boyfriends, girlfriends, etc. because they cannot afford
housing on their own. Unsheltered—Children, youth or unaccompanied youth who live in abandoned buildings or apartments, bus and train stations, campgrounds, cars, parks, public spaces, trailer parks, children
abandoned in hospitals, and children and youth who live in substandard or inadequate housing. Hotels/Motel—children, youth and unaccompanied youth who are temporarily living in hotels and motels because they
cannot afford other types of housing. Unknown—any living situation not included above.
