TRANSPORTATION
Parent/guardians of Kindergarten students must be
present at the bus stop upon drop off.

WALKER/PICK UP STUDENTS:
Students in 1st—5th Grades will be dismissed from the
Abbott Street Doors and Kindergarten. Students will be
dismissed out of the playground doors area only to
parent/guardian with proper ID.

CLEAR BACK PACKS:
As a reminder, the only backpacks allowed are clear for
the upcoming school year. Last year, the district
provided each student with a clear backpack. This year,
students will be required to purchase their own clear
backpack if the one provided last year is no longer
usable. The district will not be providing backpacks this
school year.
