
Rules:

1. Follow directions the first time!
2. Bring your notebook and pencil every day. 
3. Be seated with your notebook open when the bell rings.

4. Ask to go to the bathroom or fountain.  You may throw something away / sharpen your pencil.  One at a time.

5. No foul language or electronics.

6. Don’t take others’ belongings, raise your hand to speak, and wait to be called on.

7. No cheating or allowing others to cheat off you.

8. Look up daily lessons, assignments, important dates, etc. from our class page: http://www.wbasd.k12.pa.us/MsDecker.aspx.  Make up notes from a classmate.  Show me your homework and make up any missed tests/quizzes (different from originals) within 2 days – otherwise you receive a ZERO.  Make up all work during 10th period.
Rewards: Bonus worksheets, time to read, socialize, or computer day.  Whoever has the most participation at the end of a quarter wins a prize!  Any student who completes all homework at the end of a quarter wins a prize.

Consequences: Warning, writing assignment, detention, phone call home, principal visit, central detention, etc.  You will receive a failing grade for cheating.  Severe clause: Principal visit.

Procedures:
1. At the beginning of class, have your homework out to be checked.  You receive credit if all problems are attempted.  EVERYONE puts the homework up.

2. After the lesson, students will begin any new homework assignment at the end of class, time-permitting.

3. I give fair warning for all quizzes and tests.

4. If students need extra help, I am available during 10th period.

Grading procedures:  Each quarterly exam is worth 10% of your quarterly average.  Homework, tests, and quizzes are worth 90% of your quarterly average.  Up to +2 points can be added onto your average for participation.  Homework Rule: Students may stay after school to complete a missed homework assignment for half credit WITHIN ONE WEEK of the initially due date.  Homework will count as a test grade.
